A Findlay woman was arrested and jailed after 96 

grams of liquid cocaine were found in a Cherry 

Street residence after Hancock County 

METRICH Drug Task Force searched the 

premises early Wednesday morning. 

About 4:30 a.m., the task force, assisted by 

Findlay Police Department's Emergency 

Response Team, raided 225 Cherry St. Porshia 

Frisbie, 34, was arrested and taken to Hancock 

County Justice Center after the drugs were 

found, in addition to items "indicative of drug 

trafficking," a release from the task force states. 

Charges of drug trafficking and possession of 

drugs are expected at the conclusion of the 

investigation, the release states.
